Recent surveys indicate that the 
City of Los Angeles fees are considerably lower than most neighboring cities.   The OPGs 
remitted over $18 million dollars to the City of Los Angeles in 2009. This revenue consisted of 
the following: 
 

 City of L.A. Vehicle Release Fee: $100.00 per each vehicle released 

 10% City Parking Occupancy Tax collected on storage fees (per day) 

 Delinquent Parking Citation fees remitted to the City from lien sale excess 
fees 

 Franchise Fees (7% Gross Receipt Fee)
